WHEREAS the Executive Officer’s written report on a proposed budget for 2019-2020 has
been presented to the Commission in the manner provided by law; and

WHEREAS the Commission has heard and fully considered all the evidence on a proposed
budget for 2019-2020 presented at a public hearing held on April 11, 2019;

WHEREAS the Commission has heard and fully considered all the evidence on a final
budget for 2018-2019 presented at a public hearing held on June 13, 2019;

WHEREAS, the adoption of a budget is not a project under the California Environmental
Quality Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COMMISSION DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE, AND ORDER
as follows:

Section 1. The proposed operating budget for 2019-2020 shown as Exhibit “A” is
APPROVED.
